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Player Guidelines and Rules

Each participating xiangqi player must play with integrity and pledge to:

(1) Abide by relevant laws and regulations.

(2) Adhere to xiangqi competition rules and the relevant regulations of the organizing committee.
Cooperate with anti-cheating measures and maintain the proper order of the event.

(3) Observe social etiquette, and refrain from engaging in inappropriate behavior that goes against
societal norms during the event.

Before entering the playing venue, players must voluntarily leave or submit their mobile phones
and any other electronic devices. During the game, the use of any electronic devices or accepting
electronic devices from others is not allowed. Upon discovery, the organizing committee may
immediately declare a loss and impose other penalties.

Players are strictly prohibited from engaging in cheating activities, such as collusion or creating
gentlemen's agreements. Players should not forfeit or withdraw from the game without a valid
reason.

During the game, players must not engage in any behavior that disrupts their opponent's thinking.
During the game and during breaks, the players involved in the current game are not allowed to
discuss the ongoing game or consult relevant materials.

Participants are prohibited from discussing any matters related to the ongoing game or their own
team during the game.

Players should maintain a civilized demeanor and ensure they are neatly dressed.

Players must adhere to the tournament regulations and, in the event of disputes, must obey the
decisions of the referees without objection.

(5) Opening and closing ceremonies:

1. Participants must attend the opening and closing ceremonies on time and take their positions as
required by the organizing committee.

2. Participants should wear formal attire or team uniforms as specified by the organizing committee
during the opening and closing ceremonies.

3. Throughout the ceremonies, strict discipline must be maintained, with participants remaining
quiet and following the unified arrangements of the organizing committee.

(6) Others

1. Pay attention to food safety and schedule mealtime reasonably. Note that the use of hotel services
and beverages from the minibar is at your own expense after check-in.

2. All individuals must wear their badges when entering and exiting the venue.

3. Players and their relatives must cooperate with security checks, electronic detection, and similar
measures. It is prohibited to bring mobile phones, smartwatches, or other electronic devices that
do not comply with competition regulations into the playing venue.

4. Cooperate with media interviews as required for news and publicity purposes.

5. Stay updated on result announcements. If you have any objections to the competition results or
outcomes, follow the relevant regulations to file a timely complaint with the competition referee
or arbitration committee. Do not disrupt the normal course of the competition.

6. Teams or individuals who are required to go on stage to receive awards should line up as

instructed by the staff, demonstrating a positive and well-groomed image of their team..
