VII. Competition Events: Competition Methods:

1. The Xiangqi Rules officially approved by the WXF will be applied in the competition (Note: same as the
Rules of Asian Xiangqi Federation).

2. Men’s Individual shall be a nine (9) round competition, using the Swiss System with one (1) game for each
match.

3. For Women'’s Individual, the competition system and number of rounds of the matches will be determined in
accordance with the number of the players registered.

4. For Men’s Team, the result of a team will be based on the individual places of the top two (2) players from
the same team.

5. For Non-Chinese/ Non-Vietnamese Individual, the results shall be calculated separately.

VIII. Entry:

1. Each Association may enter one (1) team leader, two (2) male players and one (1) female player. However,
this quota does not apply to Non-Chinese/ Non-Vietnamese players, i.e. the number of entry is not limited.

2. Completed entry forms (with seal of association) and recent electronic passport-size color photographs of all
members, must be emailed or faxed to the Organizing Committee not later than June 1st, 2015.
